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Podravje region, Slovenia

The statistical region of Podravje covers the area of
2.170 km (10,7% of Slovenian territory) and has
327.577 inhabitants (15,55% of Slovenian
population), with the population density of 151
(145% of the national average).

It is the fifth largest and the second most populated
region.

It consists of 41 municipalities, which are
independent local level self-governing bodies, with
their general tasks and obligations defined in the
Local Self-Government Act. Most municipal tasks
fall into the areas of public administration which
include spatial planning and local public services for
environmental protection.
